Dear Resident

Welcome to this year’s annual report.  I hope you will be able to come along to the AGM and tell us what you want us to do for you and the area of Richings Park. Your Committee has been busy with a number of items this year; most recently the go ahead that has been given to the third runway and the proposal to develop a new hub station to connect the main line to Heathrow on the land currently occupied by Thorney Golf Course.  We will continue to work with the No Third Runway Action Group (NoTrag) to protest about the decision.

Speeding traffic.  This has been a major focus of our activities this year.  We have purchased a speed monitoring device to record the speed of vehicles travelling through Richings Park.  This data is entered onto the Police computer and letters are sent to the owners. The Parish Council have agreed to fund a portable speed activated sign which has been recently located in North Park and we hope some new speed awareness posters will be put up soon.  Mobile camera enforcement of speeding along North Park has been recommended by the Thames Valley Police Safer Roads Partnership and suitable sites for the van have now been identified and the funding to put these in agreed by the various Councils.  We have obtained a commitment from the County to update the signage around the 30 mph zone.
Street lighting.  Street lights  were suddenly turned off along North Park and Richings Way in June.  We have made representations to the County that this causes a problem for pedestrians and they should be turned back, so far to no avail.  We will continue to pursue this matter.
Dog fouling and dog control orders.  In 2005 the government transferred the responsibility for dealing with issues such as dog fouling and keeping dogs under control in public places from the police to local authorities.  The police still retain the responsibility for dealing with dangerous dogs.  However, four years later South Bucks District Council tell us that they have no plans to put such orders in place at the moment and it therefore appears that there are no sanctions and no-one authorised to deal with these issues which continue to be a nuisance to residents.  Many other Councils have adopted these powers and are using them successfully and we question why South Bucks cannot do the same.
Do you remember when?  The Committee are working to put together a history of Richings Park and are looking for reminiscences from our long term older residents and any old photographs.  We would particularly like anything regarding the approach to the station and the station buildings, and the service roads at the back of the shops.  See our website or our regular piece in Out and About in Iver for updates on this and all our other activities
